Information for the 146th Anniversary of the
Battle of Franklin

General Information:

· The 146th anniversary of   the Battle of Franklin will be at the Harlinsdale Farm in Franklin, TN.  This is a much larger site (over 200 acres) than that used for the 145th, but not far from Carnton Plantation and Carter House. 

· The event  is scheduled for October 15-17, 2010 with Battle Reenactments on Saturday and Sunday 


· Firewood and straw will be provided and a Blue-Grey Ball is being planned for Saturday night. Food venders and period sutlers will be on site.
· All branches, Artillery, Cavalry and Infantry are invited to participate.

· Cavalry: A current negative coggins test certificate will be required when reporting to the reenacting site.  No horses can be brought on the property without such certification.

· Franklin, TN is just south of Nashville.  The Harlinsdale Farm  is about 2 miles west of I-65.  Take Exit 68A, Cool Springs Blvd west to Mack Hatcher. Go North on Mack Hatcher to 1st red light and turn left on Liberty Pike. Follow Liberty Pike to Franklin road, turn right and go approximately 200 yards to site on left.
